




Curriculum Update: Pupils in th.e Foundation Stage (Nursery)
September 200Q

The children in the Foundation Stage are following the Early Years Foundation
Stage. (EYFS) There are six broad area of learning as follows.

Personal, Social & Your child will learn to develop good relationships with other
Emotional children and adults, take turns and share, know how to look after

Development themselves and select and use activities and resources
independently.

Communication, Your child will learn to talk confidently and clearly, hearing and
Language & Literacy saying sounds. They will explore mark making and develop their

pencil skills. This half term we will be concentrating on listening
skills.

Problem Solving, Your child will develop an understanding of mathematics through
Reasoning & Number counting, stories, songs, games and imaginative play. This half term

we will be concentrating on 2D shapes

Knowledge & Your child will explore and find out about the World around them,
Understanding of the investigate objects and materials by using all of their se ses as

World appropriate. They will select and use appropriate materials and
tools confidently and safely. They will complete a simple program
on the computer. This half term we will be looking the world
around us, in particular animals and other cultures from far away.

Physical Your child will learn to move confidently, controlling their body And
Development handling equipment. They will learn how to handle tools, objects,

construction and malleable materials safely and with increasing
control.

Creative Your child will learn to respond in a variety of ways to what they
Development see, hear, smell, touch and feel. They will tryout dance, making

things, telling stories and making music.

Children learn through:

1. Focussed adult led activities planned for small groups of children at similar stages
of development. Children are taught through weekly themes according to their
individual needs. These themes are based around our half termly topic.

2. Planned play for children to initiate and develop their own learning. Staff support
children to help them explore and use their curiosity to make sense of the world.
The children practise basic skills, solve problems, think creatively and imaginatively
and communicate with others.

This way learning is challenging and fun!
